Course Description 
 
This course introduces major themes and authors in English Renaissance Literature. The works 
that we will be studying are concerned with Renaissance political traditions and intersections in 
European intellectual thought. These include the idea of governance and kingship, writing and 
patronage (and censorship), ethics and philosophy, and religious conflict in early modern 
England. This course aims to develop a strong foundation of what is arguably the most important 
historical period in the development of English literature. The materials covered in this course 
should also encourage students to consider how literary narratives merge with historical 
discourse to produce meaningful interpretations of English culture in the early modern period.

General Guidelines:
