Course Description

This course focuses on Shakespeare Studies. Discussions of Shakespeare’s works will include historical,
social, and cultural contexts of the period when the works were produced. The materials covered in this
course will introduce a wide variety of Shakespeare’s works, including some of his lesser-known but
equally influential poems/plays. Over the course of the semester, students will be encouraged to think
about the continuities among the different Shakespearean genres and how the ways in which they
contributed to English Renaissance literature. In addition, students will also be introduced to major
theoretical frameworks that have influenced the development of Shakespeare Studies over the last few
decades.

General Guidelines:

e All students who need to consult during office hours should send an email at least 3 working days
ahead of time. Email queries are only acceptable if they do not involve lengthy discussion
sessions to avoid miscommunication, instead you should make an appointment to see me in my
office. Please allow at least a day or two for responses to emails (with the exception of weekends
and public holidays).
