Could it be that an emphasis on the mathematical competencies dealing with the ability to ask and

answer questions in and with mathematics when teaching calculus could enhance students’

interest in undertaking mathematical activities? Teaching experiments have been carried out in

Year 11 classrooms with the aim of exploring how the emphasis on mathematical reasoning

competency would influence students’ interest in mathematics. Findings from the analysis of

video recordings from the teaching experiments will be presented and discussed.
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
